Recognition Session
As a leader it is very important to THANK someone or a group.  Even though as Pioneers we do not do what we do for a thank you.  We do it because we want to.  But a thank you phone call, a letter, recognition at a meeting or some sort of plaque or certificate goes a long way!  It reinforces the worth of that Pioneer.  Below are examples of how we recognize our volunteers on a group level and as well as on a chapter level.
Hall Of Fame
This award is for the Best of The Best; for a life-long Pioneer who has committed to Pioneer volunteerism and helping their community for many years.   It is presented once a year at our year end conference, the Verizon Pioneers President’s Training Conference.          ( There will be new criteria for the year 2007 . . . stay tuned. )
Pioneer of the Year
This award is on the Chapter level.  It is awarded to an active pioneer.  It is not just for one project.  It is for his or her performance for the whole year.  It can be a plaque or a certificate.  It is nice to present it at a Holiday luncheon or at a chapter meeting.

Life Member of the Year
This award is awarded once a year to the outstanding Life Member.  
This too is not just for one project, it is for a whole year’s performance. 
Chapter “Presidents” Award
This is an optional award from the chapter President.  It is not a ‘voted’ award.  
The President recognizes an individual or group of individuals that went above and beyond in assisting the President in his or her duties, and/or did an outstanding job 
or Chapter project that year.

Frame a patch or a Pioneer pin  

Sometimes just a plain old thank you letter will do the trick !
