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Pioneers Organization

The Pioneers were founded in 1911 and live by three proud values; service, loyalty and fellowship.  The TelecomPioneers organization is the world’s largest volunteer association of industrial employees, with over 600,000 members, throughout the United States, Canada and Mexico.  Its members are both active and retired employees of telecommunications companies.

The Pioneers support a broad spectrum of community programs centering on education, the environment, health and human services and life enrichment.   Included are such projects as educational and literacy projects, the Adopt-a-Highway Program, building ramps for the elderly or physically-challenged, fund-raising for needy causes, providing events for physically or mentally challenged persons of all ages, supplying “clowns” to entertain the elderly, at children’s hospitals and community events, etc.

Recent Verizon-New Jersey Pioneer projects have included the following: Dictionary Program (providing Kindergarten children with personalized books that develop early learning and reading skills, and promote self-concept development), School Maps (20’x 40’ US maps painted on school playgrounds), Net Days (school rewiring for Internet access), Shoe-Boxes for Vets (personal hygiene items), providing an annual Sports Jamboree for physically challenged and visually impaired children (60 children and their families are provided with an entire weekend of fun events.  Meals, entertainment and accommodations are included.), work at the Mammal Stranding Center in Brigantine (built a floating dock, picnic table and concrete walkway).  This year, we added “Baby Safe Start” (see below).  In accordance with the PIONEER motto, we strive to “answer the call of those in need wherever and whenever possible”.

“Baby Safe Start” Program

Most recent statistics indicate that each year more than 6000 infants and children die as a result of unintentional accidents in or around the home.  Children under age 4 are most at risk of dying from these accidental injuries.  The “Baby Safe Start” Program is focused on providing “at risk” babies and their parent(s) with the most basic, yet most important items necessary to help prevent unintended injury or death.  Our Pioneer members purchase, assemble and deliver a package that includes the following items:  a car seat, baby monitor, baby care book, 2 smoke detectors with batteries, 2 ‘tot finder’ decals, AC outlet plugs, 2 packages of cabinet/drawer latches, baby first aid kit, heat-sensitive spoons, heat-sensitive tub toy, safety gate and a Pioneer Hug-A Bear!    Our Councils work with the community relations (CR) personnel in local hospitals.  The CR personnel identify the recipients and arrange delivery of our Baby Safe Start baskets.  The Pioneers strive to make a difference in our communities.  If just one injury is prevented by the safety items provided in our Baby Safe Start basket, the importance to the child and their family is monumental!
