Scholarship Guidelines

Scholarships are sponsored by Pioneers and are open to High School, Technical Schools or College students registered at accredited higher learning institutions.

Program descriptions are described by each individual Chapter

Eligibility can be decided by:

1. Random Drawings

2. GPA

3. Community service

4. Essay

5. Financial need

6. Overall  point system ( I.E. a combination of any of the above

Chapters have the right to allow applicants apply for a scholarship ever year and also allow multiply family members apply.
Checks should be made out to the institution not the student.

Chapters cannot use Grant money for scholarships. The scholarships should be reflected in your budget.
Judging should be done by committee and should include someone who is not associated with the Pioneers ( Ex.  Teacher)
The TelecomPioneers will send a letter of notification to the Scholarship recipient along with a copy to the Region Vice President 

Scholarship recipient’s winners should be posted on Chapter Web sites.

Applications should say that by submitting this application you are giving permission to use the recipients name and likeness for publicity purposes

Each Chapter that participates in a Scholarship program must send Diane Nelson a copy of their Chapter Scholarship Guidelines which must detail Eligibility, Application Process, and Selection process.
